1. What is human trafficking
When you think of traffic, what do you think of? (Let children answer... suggest cars, buses, etc.) 

But do you know that you can also use the word traffick, or trafficking, to talk about things that are bad to sell? Things that make a lot of money but hurt a lot of people?

What is against the law to sell? (Let children answer... drugs and sometimes weapons.)

These things are illegal (against the law). They are not legal because they can hurt and even kill people! People make a lot of money by selling these things. Now I want to tell you another thing that is bad to sell. 
Human Trafficking! It is when someone is sold to become a slave!!!

Children and adults are bought by people that are very bad, who just want to make lots of money using human beings! They care about money more than they care about people. We can protect ourselves from people like that.

Human Trafficking is a big problem across the whole world. That’s why we’re talking about it, to help keep you safe from it.

2. Who is at risk

Anybody is at risk of being trafficked, but especially women and children
Human trafficking exploits the most vulnerable in society (women and children) – it takes advantage of the social challenges and human hardships caused by poverty, unemployment, inadequate education and political instability.

Human trafficking also happens as a result of the degradation of moral fiber and exploitation of vulnerable groups.

The challenge of human trafficking is a global one. Many African countries are sources and transit countries for human trafficking; South Africa is a major destination country for its neighbouring countries. Human trafficking also occurs within South Africa as people are taken from one part of the country to another.

Most trafficking victims are GIRLS between 5 to 15 years of age.

(Unicef)

1.2 Million (1’200’000) CHILDREN are trafficked annually. (Unicef)

1/2 (600’000) of those children are AFRICAN. (World Hope Int’l, 2008)
3. Who are the likely perpetrators
Sometime its people that you know and/ or strangers 
It’s possible that the perpetrators (whether you know them or not) themselves are not aware that they are part of a syndicate. 
I’m going to explain to you what child trafficking is. There are people who do bad things and don’t care if you get hurt or if you are lonely. They may look at you as a way to make money. It’s not nice to think about. But we must not be scared, because if we know about these things we can protect ourselves.
Let’s show you an example. Pretend for a moment these children have been trafficked (sold) and are now slaves. I am going to pretend to be the bad person, the trafficker. I am only pretending.

(Point to first child.)
I bought him for 500 Rand. I heard his parents were very poor and couldn’t afford to send him to school. I convinced his cousin to say I was a friend who would pay all his school fees if he came with me to a farm and worked just a few hours a day! His parents let him go with me. I paid his cousin 100 Rand for lying. Now he’s working for me 15 hours a day without any pay. He doesn’t get to go to school, and if he complains, I hurt him! Because I’m the boss, and I bought him to work!

(Point to second child.)

This boy is from Zimbabwe. He thought he was coming to a soccer camp here in South

Africa. But once he got here, he was locked in a house with other boys. They sold him to me for 1400 Rand. Today I use him to sell lots of drugs in the streets. If he doesn’t obey? I tell him I will hurt his family!

(Point to third child.)

This girl has been kidnapped by a gang. I bought her from them for lots of money, around 2000 Rand. It’s very sad what will happen to her.

Is it right for people to touch you in places your swimming costume covers? (Let kids answer. No!)
Is it right for people to take pictures of you without any clothes on? (Let kids answer. No!) 
Should you tell someone, even the police, if this happens to you? (Let kids answer. Yes!)

I think this girl is very smart. When she realized what was happening to her, she asked for help. She called the police! Do you know how to call the police? What’s the police phone number? (10111)

4. What must the kids beware of

First the person is TRICKED /FOOLED.

Someone gives lots of promises which sound SO good, like:

I’ll pay for anything you want. I’ll buy you sweets; send you to a soccer camp; put you on TV. I’m going to take you somewhere great and pay for your trip! Do you think this person is telling the truth? (Let kids answer: NO!)

Then the person is TRANSPORTED.

Traffickers take people away from the home and neighborhood they know, to a place where they don’t know anyone. Should you ask for help even if you don’t know anyone? (Let kids answer: YES!)

The person is then TRAPPED.

When we think of someone being trapped, we think of being locked in a room. Sometimes a person is trapped that way. Sometimes, she is told she has to pay lots of money or else she will never go free again.

Sometimes, she’s been taken far away and doesn’t speak the language and feels she can’t ask for help. Do you think if she kept asking and asking for help, someone would eventually understand her? (Let kids answer: YES!)

Finally, the person is USED

He or she is sold to people who touch him in wrong ways or take pictures of him naked. Also, children are sold to work very hard on farms or factories, or for selling drugs, begging, etc. 

This is optional

CHILDREN TRICKED BY TRAFFICKERS
Lara is 11 years old and goes to school every day with a lot of joy! She has many good friends in her class, but when school is finished, she goes home where no one is there to welcome her. Her dad and mom both work until very late.

One day she notices a man talking to some children outside the school. He seems very nice. As she comes closer, the man sees her and asks if she would like a coke. She’s very thirsty and loves coke. She accepts the drink he’s giving her! He then tells her that he is going with some other kids to watch a movie in town and asks if she would like to come with. He tells her that he’ll pay for her movie ticket and will drive her back home at the end!

At first she is not sure, but then she thinks about how much better it’ll be than sitting alone at home. (TRICKED)
She jumps in his car and finds two other kids just like her. They drive for a while and as they pass the city, the children ask the man why they’re not stopping. He shouts at them and tells them to shut up! After a long scary drive, the car suddenly stops in a place which looks like a farm. There are no other houses around. (TRANSPORTED)
The kids are taken inside a big house where a woman pays the man some money, and he leaves. Lara and the two kids are locked in a room where they find four other boys and girls. All the children are watched constantly. None of them know where they are. They are never allowed to use the phone. (TRAPPED)
Lara is forced to clean the whole house and to cook for those working at the farm. At night, she is introduced to different men and is asked to remove all her clothes and to do things with them that make her cry. (USED).
5. Who to tell if they notice something going on

So who do you tell if this happens to you? - Parents, teachers, priests, POLICE
